"What Did John See in Revelation 20:11-15"

TWO WITNESSES
REV. 11:1-19

Measuring the temple, altar,
worshipers; city is trampled.
(42 months =3 % yrs., cf. 13:5)

The two witnesses prophesy and
complete testimony — 11:3-6.
(1260 yrs. = 3 % yrs., cf. 12:6, 14)

The witnesses are persecuted and
killed by the beast. The world
celebrates their deaths and leaves
their bodies unburied — 11:7-10.

Witnesses rise and stand on their
feet. They ascend before their
enemies (11:11, 12).

A tenth of the city falls (a limited
judgment) where 7000 are killed.
Others fear and glorify God.

SHARED IDEA

Church is the temple & city
Eph. 2:19-22; Heb. 12:23.
God cares for His people in trial.

During persecution the church
continues to preach the gospel and
be nourished by the faith.

There are limited or apparent
victories by Satan where the Lord’s
people suffer.

The church triumphs and the cause
of Christ is vindicated!

Christ reigns! The kingdoms of this
world become the kingdoms of our
Lord (11:15-18; Dan. 7:18, 22, 27).

No shared idea. Note: Satan was
bound but was not punished until
fire comes down and the final
judgment ensues (20:1-3, 9-15).

SOULS UNDER THE ALTAR
REV. 6:9-11; 20:4-6
Souls under the altar cry “How

long?” to the Lord and are
answered.

Saints hold on to the word of God
and continue their testimony.

Slain for the word of God and for
the testimony which they held.

Souls go from under the altar to
sitting on thrones (6:9; 20:4). This is
the first resurrection.

Exonerated, slain saints lived and
reigned with Christ 1000 years
(20:4).

The rest of the dead live again after
the 1000 yrs. (20:5). Satan is freed
for a little while to deceive the
nations and besiege saints (20:3-9).

Rome ‘ Had Been Beheaded”
Persecutes 42 Mos. — A broken period of time with intense persecution
Saints Armageddon 1000 Yrs. — A complete period that only God knows when it ends
Beast and False 15t Res. — Symbolic vindication of Christ and exoneration of martyred saints
Prophet Captured 2n Res. — Symbolic of renewed deception and persecution
